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Photoshop Create a Face
Photoshop is often used to create things that don’t actually exist. Magazine and advertising designers ALWAYS use Photoshop’s powerful tools to create a more desirable image of people, products etc.

Using Photoshop, choose a face of someone famous, or yourself and change it completely. Change the person’s eyes, nose, mouth and at least one accessory to re-create the person. The more realistic, the better. Change more if you feel like it. Use other photos found in google, but make sure they are of similar size and not too small so that the elements become blurry when you move them.
