Choose one of the logos and start to develop it in Illustrator. This is your opportunity to play with different tools and shapes in order to take it where you want to go. You can change it from the original design, that was only meant to give you a place to start.

You may use any and all of the skills learned in class.
Ask you classmates what they think and which one you should use. Research through them, what do they like and not like, colours etc.
