Adobe Illustrator, “Descriptive Type” Assignment

Type is visual. Type evokes emotion. Type can make or break a piece of communication. Type often accompanies an image and proper use of type can take an ordinary image and create a stronger, more effective message or mood.

On the website , you will have access to four files of four different pictures (Cowboy, Surgeon, Meditation and Astronaut). Your task is to find an appropriate typeface (FONT) for each of the picture’s title, which are: astronaut, cowboy, meditation and surgeon. Add a short tagline or quote in each to make it Posterlike.
You MUST DO ALL FOUR POSTERS!

Although the task seems simple, in reality it is not. Matching a word’s typeface to a picture is challenging. Remember, you want the typeface to enhance the image.

1. In Illustrator, create a new 8x10inch (20.32 x 25.4 cm) file for each picture. For some

images, a landscape layout (10x8 inches) would work better.

2. You are to examine all the typefaces on your computer and decide which typeface best suits the image.

3. You have to decide where to place the title on the image.

4. You have to decide the point size and any other type styles for the title (example colour, stroke, shadows etc.).

5. You must kern and track the title correctly.

6. Save your work as follows: yourname_desc1.ai, yourname_desc2.ai etc.
7. Put all of the files into a folder in your M: drive and submit each of the files into the submission form on the website.
