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Photoshop is a digital photo editing software that is used by professional graphic designers, photographers, film and video professionals and web designers around the world. Photoshop is a very powerful tool that manipulates photos and enables the user to create complex and high quality digital creations. 

Photoshop is best learned through practice and experimentations, but there are basics that must be understood so that the process is easier to absorb.

The basic concept that Photoshop is based in is layers. Understanding layers is essential to being able to use the program successfully.

In order to understand layers, we simply need to practice using them. This lab will start you off and then you will bring in your own photos into a piece that will also experiment with layers.

Your task:

Using skills learned in class, take the 3 different denominations of Canadian money found on my website under this assignment and create a fan of money that runs in a pattern. View the example on the site to see the final result should look like. To complete this task correctly, you must:

1. Begin with a file that is 8 inches by 10 inches and has a resolution of 72.

2. Duplicate each dollar amount so that you have 2 of each one.

3. Use layers to create your pattern, they must lie on top of eachother but still be visible

4. Use the scale and rotate, or free transform tool, to turn your layers so that they become a fan.

Save your final product as a .jpg (Save As ( change the file type to .jpg) and submit it through the assignment submission on the website. Make sure your name is on it: (nomi_cashlab.jpg)
