Collage Lyrical/Visual Metaphor

Part 1 - Pre-production planning


Pick a line or a chorus of a song that you love. You will be creating a visual representation of your interpretation of the songs’ meaning so choose carefully.
Write out the lyrics and underline the ones that you canvisually represent through an image, colour, shape etc. 

What are the various images you can use for each word and how can they fit together. This is your brainstorming session so try and come up with something that tells a story. Here’s a way you can do that:
Write your chosen line/lyric and underline 3-4 words which you find particularly significant:

On a blank paper, complete the following:

1 Choose 1 word and write it in big letters.

2 List the predominant emotions and/or attitude you feel from the word specifically and the entire line in general.

3 List symbols not mentioned in the line which may be suitable for inclusion in your final image.

Example: 

“At first sight I felt the energy of sun rays
I saw the life inside your eyes”

SUN RAYS

	Words:

-bright, natural, power, blinding

-beauty, love, dancing, wild


	Symbols:

-light, electricity, sunglasses

-animals (lion, tiger) fireworks




You will be submitting this process, so please do not throw it away. It’s worth a part of your mark!

Part 2 – Production

Create a list of the different images you need to find to be able to create your piece. You will only be allowed to use 3 “found” images, that means you have to take the rest of the images yourself. This is the challenge. Which will be your background? Which will be the other elements. What can you take yourself and what will you need to find?
I would like to see a minimum of 8 images in your final piece so keep that in mind. You will obviously be cutting up the images you do take, so be picky about what you are choosing to take from the Internet.

Use layering, cutting, pasting and spacing/arrangement to create your piece. Composition, colour and mood and symbols will be an important part of your final piece. You can use any and all Photoshop effects to help create your vision.
Stay away from cliché symbolism and imagery. 

Feel free to run your ideas by a classmate or myself.

Once you think you have the imges you will use, start to bring them into Photoshop and play around. 
You MUST incorporate your lyrics into your piece so keep that in mind. You can get really creative with them too.

Part 3 – Reflection

Once you are finished with your visual metaphor, write 2-3 paragraphs telling me 

· what the lyric was that you used

· why you chose it

· why you chose the symbols and images that you did

· why you decided to lay it out in the way that you did

Pre-planning phase – Knowledge and Understanding
	The student thoughtfully and creatively chose non-cliché words and emotion, describing the lyrics chosen. The images demonstrated understanding of images as metaphors.
	The student thoughtfully chose words that creatively described the lyrics chosen. The images demonstrated an understanding of images as metaphors.
	The student chose words that were obviously described in the lyrics, making them literal more than metaphorical.
	The student was limited in  appropriately assigning the words and images that metaphorically described the lyrics chosen.
	The student did not submit pre-planning portion of the project.

	Images and Text – Thinking and Inquiry
	Images were carefully and thoughtfully selected from 5 sources, combined with creatively placed text to create the piece.
	Images were selected from 5 different sources, thoughtfully chosen and combined with well placed text. 
	Images were selected and combined with a fair amount of thought, but hastily picked and are limited in merging harmoniously.
	Limited thought was applied, with little consideration for unity with images, or any consideration of their composition.
	The student did not submit a project with images or text.

	Filters, Adjustments and Selection Tools - Application
	The student used many learned Photoshop skills with a significant degree of ability and creativity in the project.
	The student used several learned Photoshop skills with a considerable degree of ability in the project.
	The student used some learned Photoshop skills with a fair degree of ability in the project.
	The student was limited in their use of learned Photoshop skills with limited ability in the creation of the project.
	The student did not use any filters, adjustments or selections.

	Presentation - Communication
	The student did an excellent job  presenting the work, providing thorough details for all of the choices the student made in his/her piece. 
	The student did a good job presenting the work, providing many details for all of the choices the student made in his/her piece.
	The student did a fair job presenting the work, providing some details for all of the choices the student made in his/her piece.
	The student was limited in their presentation of the work, providing few details for the choices the student made in his/her piece.
	The student did not present the project to the class.
